Commitments from elected politicians

To date we have received commitments from the following elected officials:

1. Councillor Chris Robbins, Gold Coast City Council Division 14 has publicly registered her support for this campaign. 

a. Cl Robbins was recently re-elected and has made ‘bringing back Kirra Point’ a priority project for her current term of office.

b. Cl Robbins has requested further information from Griffith University on the feasibility of creating a geotextile extension to the Kirra Point groyne to improve surfing amenity and is considering user her divisional funding allowance to finance this project.

c. Cl Robbins supported the Griffith University study into surfing amenity at Kirra and has asked the CEO of Gold Coast City Council to enter into discussions with the Qld Government on the feasibility of creating a supplementary.

d. Cl Robbins is working with others to investigate options for the relocation of dredge spoil outside of Coolangatta Bay.

a. Mrs Stuckey is broadly supportive of the community’s concerns about the loss of Kirra.

b. Mrs Stuckey has asked questions of the State Government in Parliament.

c. Mrs Stuckey sponsored a 2007 E-Petition that called on government to modify the way it manages the system.
d. Mrs Stuckey has convened a number of community meetings to discuss surfing amenity related issues, including the issue of Kirra.
3. The Hon Margaret May MP, Federal Member for McPherson

a. Mrs May has met with members of the surfing community on a number of occasions and is currently assisting with the development of a scoping study for funding to investigate the total economic value of surfing to the Gold Coast.
