In the past six years, 10 million
cubic metres of sand has been
pumped off the major sand by-
pass oullel at Lovers Rock, Point
Danger, yet only one cighth of
that has shifted north.

The remainder is packed down
hard at Kirra and Coolangatta.

The Queensland government
is facing the polls this year and
the political heat is on.

The surfing communitly repre-
senting a decent slice of the elec-
toral pie will be able to push their
vote in no uncertain terms.

There is a sticker thal says, “I
surf and I vote!”

Make sure you register to vote
and help convince state govern-
ments that we want Kirra back.

We can have il all il the engi-
neering is right and the sand
spread proportionately rather
than backlogging it at Coolangat-
ta and Kirra.
